


We have to follow the tentative Guidelines as follows:  

1) Confirmation of the participation: The universities in Maharashtra 

State are requested to confirm its participation by sending duly 

information along with pro-rata.  

2) Strength of Contingent: The participating university shall send a team 

of maximum 50 Participants including a contingent in-charge and a team 

manager (i.e. 48+2). A female team manager is essential for female 

participants. No extra person will be entertained on any ground. 

3) Contingent In-Charge: The contingent in charge / team manager will 

maintain liaison with the contact person of the organizing university for 

comfortable participation. 

4) Information of the participating University: The participating 

universities are requested to send the desired information in hard and soft 

copy. 

5) Information of the participants: The participation universities are 

requested to send the desired information of the student participants both 

in a hard &soft copy. 

6) Travelling Expenses: The participants’ University will have to bear the 

travelling expenses for the student participant and the team managers. 

 

All universities of Maharashtra State can participate in Avishkar-2018. The 

event is restricted to the participants recommended by respective Universities. 

Each University can send maximum 48 entries from 6 disciplines and 4 levels. 

The levels and disciplines are as follows: We can participate in any of the 

discipline based on the student’s area of the work.  

Disciplines (Theme Area Groups) 

1. Humanities, Languages, Fine Arts 

2. Commerce, Management, Law 

3. Pure Sciences 

4. Agriculture and Animal Husbandry 

5. Engineering and Technology 

6. Medicine and Pharmacy 

 

Levels 

1. Under Graduate (UG) 

2. Post Graduate (PG) 

3. Post PG (PPG) 

4. Teachers (TH) 

 



Prizes 

1. Prizes to individuals: For each level the awards will be given as follows: 

First Prize: Rs. 5,000/- 

Second Prize: Rs. 3,000/- 

 

2. Trophies: Championship Trophies (rotating) will be awarded each for six 

disciplines. Also, Winner and Runner-up General Championship trophies 

(rotating) will be given to the University bagging maximum individual prizes. 

 

3. Certificate of participation will be awarded to all the participants. 

 

Eligibility Rules: 

1. Only bonafied, full time student, who is enrolled for a degree or post graduate 

degree or diploma course of a minimum duration of one academic year and 

whose examination is conducted by the University subsequent to passing of the 

12
th

 class examination will be held eligible. Students of open Universities shall 

be considered to be bonafied students and shall be eligible to participate 

provided they fulfill other terms and conditions. However, students enrolled in 

a correspondence course in Institute / Centers of Universities, casual 

students, external students and students pursuing bridge courses shall not 

be eligible. 

2. Student from any discipline can participate under any of the above 

disciplines. 

3. All students participating in Avishkar-2018 shall fulfill the following 

conditions: 

 

For Undergraduate Students (UG):  

Students pursuing studies in the participating University or its 

conducted/affiliated colleges or recognized institutes who are below the age of 

25 are eligible to participate in any of the six disciplines under this category 

depending upon the area of her/his research work irrespective of the 

faculty/stream/subject in which s/he has enrolled for the degree/diploma in the 

participating University.  

 

For Post-Graduate Students (PG): 

Any student pursuing studies in the participating University or its 

conducted/affiliated colleges or a recognized institute who is below the age of 

30 is eligible to participate in any of the six disciplines under this category 

depending upon the area of his/her research work irrespective of the 



faculty/stream/subject in which he/she has enrolled for the Post Graduate 

degree/diploma in the participating University, having sought degree/diploma 

before. 

 

For Post-PG Students (PPG): 

Any person who has duly registered for a diploma/degree such as M.Phil., 

Ph.D., D. Sc., D.Litt. D.M., M.C.H., etc. having acquired Post Graduate 

degree/diploma in the said subject/stream/faculty in the participating University 

or its conducted/affiliated college or recognized institute or is pursuing Post-

Doctoral Research is eligible to participate in any of the six disciplines under 

this level depending upon the area of his/her research irrespective of the 

faculty/stream/subject in which he has enrolled for the Post Graduate 

degree/diploma for the said programme in the participating University without 

any stipulated age limit. 

 

For Teachers (TH):  

Only those Teachers, who are pursuing their M.Phil. / Ph.D. will be allowed to 

participate and not those who have completed their M.Phil. or Ph.D. degree/s 

and guiding the students for M.Phil. or Ph.D. 

4. A student shall not be allowed to represent more than one University during a 

single academic year. 

5. Provisional admission to a course of a University or college shall not make 

the student eligible to represent the University in the Avishkar.  

6. In case of a student migrating from one University to another his / her 

migration case will be considered eligible only after his/her admission in the 

new University is regularized and he/she is admitted as a bonafied student by 

the new University. 

 

You are requested to select the students in the category mention above 

in all the six discipline for UG, PG, PPG and Teachers category. 

Maximum number of the participation for this university will be 48 

plus two managers (1 Male and 1 Female). 

 

Instructions:  

1. Principal or management of the concern institute will take responsibility 

to appoint faculty coordinator for their institute for smooth selection of 

the students in each discipline. 

2. Each participant can present his/her work in model or theoretical work 

and prepare poster (Participants have freedom for preparation of poster. It
